Under 17 Rules 
There are separate rules and application form if you are over 17

Make sure that your parent or guardian also reads these rules.
1. Your poem or story must be on one side of one sheet of A4 paper only.

2. It must have a clear title.

3. It must be all your own work, and your parent or guardian must sign the entry form to say that it is.

4.  Your name must not be on the poem or story, but only on the entry form. This is so it can be judged fairly, in case any of the judges know any of the young people entering.

5.  You can type your poem or story (or use a word-processor or computer.) Please double space the lines, so that there is a wide gap between them.

6. If you write your entry by hand, it must be in clear handwriting. The judges will not give prizes for poems and stories they cannot read easily!

7. If you want us to return your story or poem, you must send a suitable envelope with your name and address on it, ready stamped with the right amount of postage. If you do this, you will get it back, but not until after the Festival. (Probably some time in July.) 

8. If you want to know that we have received your entry, you must include a postcard (again with your name and address and the right stamp.)  We will send this back to you straight away. Sometimes things do get lost in the post; we can't do anything about that.

9. There is no charge for your entry, but you may send only one, either a poem or a story.

10. If you want to illustrate your entry or use colour to make it look more attractive, you may, but the judges will be looking for interesting stories and poems, not good art-work!

11. The entries will be in an exhibition during Lymm Festival, and you will be able to come and look at them, even if you didn't win

12. We must have received your entry by May 1st 2004 (so post it as soon as possible.) Those who have won prizes will know by June 1st 2004. All winners are invited to an informal prize ceremony at 4pm on Saturday June 26th 2004.

If you enter, it means that you have agreed to these rules. If you break any of them, you will not be able to win a prize.
